E-Safety Information for Parents/Guardians
Dear Parents/Guardians,
 We are increasingly seeing cases of children being affected by various online issues. Largely the issues stem around social media and cyber bullying but there are also concerns over the games and content being played or viewed, and that they are unsuitable for children.

We would suggest having open conversations with your children about what they use the internet and technology for and whether it is suitable for their age. 
Most social media apps are age rating 13+ which means they are not suitable for children under 13 and there is good reason for this. 
There is also overwhelming evidence that spending a long time each day using technology like mobile phones, is detrimental to mental health, sleep and general happiness.
What can parents / carers do?

Ground rules

Set ground rules for using devices and the internet with clear consequences for breaking these rules. 
Online Safety 

Install antivirus software, secure your internet connection and use Parental Control functions for computers, mobile phones and games consoles to block unsuitable content or contact 

Location 

Think about where your child uses technology – it is far easier to control their use if you can see them and they are not locked in their room with their phones or computers.
Dialogue 

 Discuss the use of the internet and phones with your child. Make sure they know how to use the security settings on their apps and ensure they know how to report things they are uncomfortable with.
Facebook, Twitter, Snapchat, Tik Tok, Instagram and Wink are all social media apps and are all 13+ age rating.
