9. Reviewing and Updating the Policy
This policy takes into consideration the following legal requirements, national strategies and government guidance:

· Academies Act 

· Department for Education Guidance for Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) Education 2020

· Department for Education Guidance for the teaching of the statutory Relationships Education

· Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) and Health Education 2020

1. Aims

PSHE in Newfield School aims to explore the knowledge and understanding children need to stay safe, be happy and healthy and fulfil their potential, while also preparing them for life, both in the present and future. It also aims to equip children with the skills they need to live successfully as citizens of the communities to which they belong and enables them to celebrate diversity and treat all people with kindness and respect. 
PSHE in Newfield School also aims to encourage children to develop positive mental health and emotional wellbeing, by empowering them with the knowledge of why this is important and how it can be achieved. We want to educate the whole child through our PSHE programme of study and believe this positively impacts the individual, the school community, the wider community and the global community - both present and future. 
2. Statutory requirements

PSHE is currently a non-statutory subject. However, section 2.5 of the national curriculum asserts all state schools ‘should make provision for personal, social, health and economic education (PSHE)’. The PSHE Association states that, ‘PSHE education contributes to schools’ statutory duties outlined in the Education Act 2002 and the Academies Act 2010 to provide a balanced and broadly-based curriculum and is essential to Ofsted judgements in relation to personal development, behaviour, welfare and safeguarding.’ 
In addition, from September 2020, the Health Education and Relationships Education (primary) and the secondary Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) (secondary) aspects of PSHE education will be compulsory in all schools. 

We believe PSHE is an important and necessary part of all pupils’ education. In Newfield School, it is a key element of school life and, as well as explicit teaching sessions which will draw on good practice and national recommendations, it will be built into many aspects of the wider curriculum. Our school believes PSHE is a shared responsibility of school staff, parents, carers, pupils and, where appropriate, the wider community.

As stated, PSHE is a non-statutory subject. However, there are aspects of it we are required to teach.

Newfield Primary School:

· We must teach relationships education under the Children and Social Work Act 2017, in line with the terms set out in statutory guidance
· We must teach health education under the same statutory guidance
Newfield Secondary School:

· We must teach relationships and sex education (RSE) under the Children and Social Work Act 2017, in line with the terms set out in statutory guidance
· We must teach health education under the same statutory guidance
3. Content and delivery
What we teach:
We use the TWINKL Life PSHE scheme of work throughout Newfield Primary school years 1 to 6. This scheme of work and all of its resources have been produced to be fully in line with the Learning Outcomes and Core Themes outlined in the 2020 PSHE Association Programme of Study which is widely used by schools in England and is recommended and referred to by the DfE in all key documentation relating to PSHE provision in schools. 
We use The PSHE Association Scheme of work throughout Secondary School, years 7 to 11 which is recommended and referred to by the DfE in all key documentation relating to PSHE provision in schools

All aims are taught through the three core areas of PSHE which are: 
· Health and Wellbeing, 
· Relationships

· Living in the Wider World. 
All lessons will cover content in an age-appropriate manner.

As stated above, we’re required to cover the content for relationships and sex education, and health education, as set out in the statutory guidance (linked to above). Refer to our relationships and sex education policy for details about what we teach. School Curriculum maps show more detail of what is taught in each year.
How we teach it:
In Newfield School, PSHE will be delivered in a way which is accessible to and inclusive of all pupils. These lessons will involve a variety of teaching methods and interactive activities to encourage pupil engagement. We aim to create a safe and supportive climate for learning in which all children can thrive, feel able to ask questions and discuss issues openly. 

All of our pupils will participate in weekly PSHE lessons and these will be taught by staff who are trained in delivering the specific content of the lessons. Ground rules will be established in class and pupils will be reminded regularly of these. Special consideration will be given when teaching particularly sensitive content; staff will be fully aware of the children in their class and how they might relate to the lesson content, providing extra support to enable participation. 
Newfield School subscribes to the PSHE Association as well as to TWINKL. Both are used as support resources for teaching staff for schemes of work and resources. 

Parents and Carers have the opportunity to be informed of pupil progress at Parent Consultation days as well as in end of year Pupil reports.  

Pupils’ learning will be assessed throughout each unit using the assessment materials accompanying the scheme of work. Pupils will also be involved in regular reflection of their own learning journey in relation to PSHE. We believe this is pivotal to the embedding and progression of knowledge, skills, understanding and attitudes. This will help us to provide a curriculum which is relevant and meaningful to all pupils. However, due to the personal nature of taught content, we believe it is important that learning in PSHE is seen as developmental and not as succeeding or failing. In our school, all pupils should feel they are succeeding in PSHE, whatever their starting or ending point within a unit of work.
4. Roles and responsibilities

· Newfield governing body will work with school staff to monitor the teaching and learning of PSHE. The governing board will hold the headteacher to account for the implementation of this policy
· Newfield headteacher and senior leaders will support all staff in school in the preparation and delivery of PSHE and work to create a school ethos which supports and upholds content in the curriculum. The headteacher is responsible for ensuring that PSHE is taught consistently across the school.
· Newfield PSHE subject coordinator will create and implement a whole school scheme of work appropriate to our school setting. They will also support and monitor teaching and learning in this area.

· Newfield class teachers will deliver high quality weekly PSHE lessons which follow the school’s scheme of work and current best practice. Teachers are responsible for:

· Delivering PSHE in a sensitive way

· Modelling positive attitudes to PSHE

· Monitoring progress

· Responding to the needs of individual pupils

· Newfield support staff and Learning mentors will enhance the delivery of PSHE by providing targeted intervention wherever needed.

· Newfield pupils will engage respectfully and responsibly with all taught content, treating others with respect and sensitivity.

· Newfield parents and carers will be fully informed about what their children will be learning and will be actively encouraged to participate in the curriculum where appropriate.
5. Monitoring arrangements

The delivery of PSHE is monitored by the Subject Coordinator as well as SLT through:

· Work Scrutiny

· Learning Walks

· Deep Dive into the subject area
Working with Parents, Carers and the Wider Community:
We greatly value our parents and carers. We believe that their understanding of PSHE and what their children will be learning is vital in gaining optimum outcomes. Teachers will communicate guidance on each unit and what it entails. Surveys will be distributed to discuss the teaching of more sensitive content. Parents and carers are invited to view this policy and our curriculum at any point.

Our arrangements for consulting with pupils:
To consult with pupils, we will involve them in self-reflection and discussion about their learning and enable them to raise additional learning they feel is needed; we will also consider what has been learned and how it can be implemented successfully in school.

Key action points learnt through our monitoring and evaluation will be fed into our self-evaluation process.

7. Confidentiality 
For any pupil wishing to discuss something confidential relating to the lesson content, an opportunity will be provided in which the policies and protocols of safeguarding and confidentiality are adhered to. 
8. Continuing Professional Development 
The professional development needs of all staff in relation to the teaching and learning in PSHE will be regularly assessed and monitored and relevant training and support provided. The subject coordinator for PSHE will work closely with staff and support where required, working closely with the SLT and named governor.
9. Reviewing and Updating the Policy
As per Newfield school policy, this policy will be reviewed annually by the subject coordinator.  At every review, the policy will be sent to the Headteacher for approval. [image: image2.png]
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
